World Book Day

The children will be taking part in lots of activities throughout the day /week celebrating books and the joy of reading.

Wherever they go, the books schools help to send bring joy. Every £2 we raise will send another book.

At the end of the day all the children will receive a £1 book token. When you get your book token, all you need to do is to take it to your local bookseller and swap it for one of the TWELVE (exclusive, new and completely FREE) World Book Day books. Or, if you’d prefer, you can use your book token to get £1 off any full price book instead.
