Dear Parents and Carers,

We are all aware from the media and current data, that the risk of COVID 19 is escalating across the country and in our local area. We all need to do our best to keep each other safe in these times of constant change. 
Please can I remind you that when waiting in the queue to come into school that you must observe the 2m rule which is clearly marked on intervals along the fence. We also require you to follow the one-way system following the arrows, dropping your child/children at the gate, then continuing along the one- way system to move away from the school. 
We have begun to get groups of parents congregating around the entrance areas to the front gate. Please can we ask you, in line with current guidance, the 2m rule and our risk assessment not to stand in this area. Many people are bringing their dogs on the school run and waiting with them in the queue. Some of our children are allergic and frightened of dogs. Please can we ask you to leave your dogs at home during the school pick up and collection times.

Please can we also ask you to park in the parking bays or along the road and walk your child/children to the lining up queue. Please don not park over the gate entrance to ‘drop off’ your child/children.

Please be prompt when dropping off and collecting your child. The following pick up and collection times apply:

Key Worker Children: 08:45 am start + 3:30pm finish

Bear Class: 08:50am start + 3:25pm finish

Elephant Class: 08:55am start + 3:20pm finish

Tiger Class: 09:00am start + 3:15pm finish

Badger Class: 09:05am start + 3:10pm finish

Puffin and Panda Class: 09:10am start + 2:45pm finish

Please note that siblings may arrive and depart at the same time as the eldest child in the family. 
Attendance, Illness or Contracting COVID 19

All children are required to attend school unless they are unwell. Any children not attending school will be recording as unauthorised absence unless we have been informed by parents that they are unwell. If your child is unwell for any reason please send an email to the school office each day that they are ill. Please adhere to the 48-hour rule: keeping children at home 48 hours from the last episode of sickness and/or diahorrea.

Please continue to follow the step by step COVID 19 flowchart guide sent out last week from Bedford Borough with our newsletter. This information is also on our website.
School Uniform

Please ensure that all parts of your child’s uniform and their coat is clearly named. All children require a school sweatshirt or cardigan in school at all times. Adhering to the COVID 19 government guidelines and our risk assessments, windows must be open during the day despite the weather conditions outside. With this in mind, as the weather starts to become colder, you may wish to put a white t-shirt or vest under their school t-shirt to give your child another layer of warmth.
After School Club

Our After-School Club will be open from Monday 28th September 2020. We have offered key workers and existing users of this service priority places. We now have additional spaces to offer to any new parents. The new hours for the autumn term will be 3:30pm – 5pm. By finishing at 5pm this then allows an hour at the end of each session to clean all of the equipment used by the children and for our cleaners to thoroughly clean the room and toilets. There will be twenty spaces per day and these will be booked on a first come first served basis. The children will be kept in their ‘bubbles’ whilst at After-School Club.
The cost of each session will be £7:50 per child, fully inclusive of drink and a small snack. Siblings will be charged at £2:50 per session. Sessions will need to be paid for in advance on the SchoolMoney website. We regret, but we are unable to offer ‘adhoc’ sessions at this time. Please can we ask that you book by Thursday each week for the following week.

After-School Cub will now take place in the far classroom in the Hewlett Building. You will be required to park at the front of the school, walk down the drive using the pavement alongside the Pre-School, ring the bell at the single, side gate to the playground and your child will be brought out to you. Please may we remind you that you are responsible for your children at all times when crossing the car park. Please be aware that staff and or contractors will be driving in and out of the car park at your collection times. No parent is to drive down into the car park at any time.

If you wish to use this wrap around care facility you will need to contact Mrs Hamilton our Finance Manager, who will contact you with the terms and conditions of the After-School Club, a login to SchoolMoney and support you to book places for your child/children. Please telephone or email the office to speak to her.

Miss Marotta and Miss Chamberlain run our After-School Club and they are looking forward to welcoming you and your child.

Packed Lunches

If your child brings their own packed lunch to school which includes a yogurt or other dessert then please remember to include a spoon. We do not have access at this time to cutlery whilst children are eating lunch in the classrooms.
